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In Loving memory of our KINNERA KANTAMNENI who was struck by a rare form of cancer and waged relentless struggle until her demise on 2nd January, 1999. 
Kinnera left an indelible impression on minds and hearts of the loved ones. In her everlasting loving memory this trust has been established. 

The Primary goal of this trust is to provide medical and financial assistance to children under twelve suffering from any illness, who are coming from financially disadvantaged families. The trust conducts medical camps with the help of participating physicians and also offers aid and abet to nonprofit organizations that provide child care and health facilities. The activities of the trust are currently limited to Mopidevi mandal in Andhra Pradesh.

The inaugural function of our Trust was held on December 30, 2001 at Mopidevi Village of Krishna District, Andhra Pradesh. In our initial Medical Camp held on the same day to identify the children ailing with serious illnesses, about ten expert Medical Practitioners from various places participated and provided free medication to children in that village. 

On January 2nd, 2002 at a large gathering attended by the local doctors and other intellectuals at Vijayawada City, eminent speakers lauded the objectives of the Trust and explained about the dearth of the health care services in India and the necessity of having similar Trusts to serve the children.

The trust is planning to extend its activities in conjunction with the local Primary Health care Center. To that end we met concerned Government officials and requested to allot some space in the new health care center being built. We had favorable response from the officials. We offered to pay salary for an employee, to supplement medicines for general diseases and to identify the children in need of specialty care. Currently, with the help of participating doctor, the trust is planning/trying a center to treat/advice children with illness.

We earnestly hope to continue to provide services to children suffering from illness. Your participation to enhance trust's ability to carry out these noble tasks will be greatly appreciated.
